Thailand Town
Umbrella beach has another gem of a restaurant with their addition of Thailand Town. The restaurant has a beautiful view as it is only a few meters from the beach which means you get to enjoy the beauty of the ocean without have to endure the heat of the summer.
The décor of the restaurant is simplistic with its neutral brown palate and simple décor which make the restaurant have a very neat and natural feel to it. The plating also has a very uniform but fitting set up with royal blue ramekin styled crockery with lids that have small elephants on top. The staff are attentive and take the additional step of dishing your soup over to you from the heated pot that it is served in.
Thailand Town does have a large array of options to choose from, noting that their Japanese options are only served after 14:00. The have an array of Thai Salads, soups, appetizers for both Thai & Japanese, Asia noodles, pastas and desserts. Their main options, which I would say leaned more towards a pricier side. The options varied beyond just Thai food with items such as lobster Thermidor, Australian Lamb shank served with spaghetti and gravy, seabass cooked in a variety of styles, grilled mixed seafood and seafood buckets, and crispy duck. They also have the classic Thai favorites such as Stir-fried beef with black pepper, sweet and sour dishes, chicken and cashew nuts, green curry, red curry and grilled chicken with sticky rice to name a few. The QR Code has been added to be able to have a look at their full menu options. When they take your order, the staff also inquire about the level of spiciness which you prefer to have while dining which makes eating more enjoyable as it eliminated the element of surprise of having your meal spicier than anticipated.
We started our order with the Tom Kha Soups, one chicken and one seafood. I will definitely advise that the soup portion was larger than I anticipated and it can definitely be taken as a main meal. The soup was really good and I was very pleased that the flavours turned out to be exactly as I had hoped it would be. The seafood version was 19AED more than the chicken soup, but it was served with a very large king prawn, a mussel as well as two pieces of crab on the side of the bowl. I think this is definitely a good value dish considering there is till more mixed seafood inside the soup as well.
Our soup was followed by an array of appetizers, namely the Chicken Dim Sum and the Chicken Satay which were both flavourful and beautifully presented. The other dish ordered was the chicken green curry with a side of Jasmine rice. Again, the dish was exactly as I had hoped it would be, flavourful without too much of a bite, and very filling.
Overall, we were impressed by the quality of the food and the tentative nature of the service staff. If you do like Thai or Japanese cuisines then we would encourage you to give Thailand Town a try![image: ]
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
